Children of Hanghou: Conneting with China presents four children from Hangzhou a hore, at
school, in thelibrary, in thetheater, and in the countyside. The Hangzhou young peple will
introduce themselves through nedia and te activities of thar daly lives. Visitorswill discover
tha Chinese life today mixes ancient traditionswith moden lifestyles and that life in Chinais
both dmilar to and dfferent from life in North America. The young Chinese in the exhibit will



be abridgeto learning about China and bulding aoss-culturd understanding. Theexhibit
features origind artwork areated to present a unique Chinese aesthetic tha delivers an immediate
and unmstakable impression: You ae in China
